The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation's Village Safe Water (VSW) and Remote Maintenance 

Worker (RMW) Programs, in collaboration with the Rural Utility Business Advisor (RUBA) Program and the 

Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium (ANTHC), have developed criteria for assessing operations and 

maintenance capacity of rural water and wastewater utilities. 

The criteria, referred to as Operations and Maintenance Best Practices, has been used for determining 

eligibility and prioritization for community sanitation projects since mid-2015.

Individual community dashboards have been created and maintained by the Community Utility Assistance 

Program (CUAP) to make real-time updates available to community leadership.
